2.2.2.2  Unplasticized, pigmented PVC base film with SST.
2.2.2.3  Manufacturer's standard ink layer.
2.2.2.4  Transparent polymethyl methacrylate (PMMA) film.
2.2.2.5  Transparent polyvinylidene fluoride (PVDF) film.

3   EXECUTION
3.1  EXAMINATION
3.1.1  Verify substrate condition. Determine conditions are acceptable for film application in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.
3.1.2  If substrate preparation is responsibility of another party, notify Architect of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.
3.1.3  Notify Architect in writing of conditions detrimental to proper and timely completion of work. Do not proceed without correcting unsatisfactory conditions.
3.2  PREPARATION
3.2.1  Surface Preparation: Clean and prepare substrates in accordance with film manufacturer's instructions.
3.3  APPLICATION
3.3.1  Apply film coating in accordance with manufacturer's written instructions on manufacturer approved lamination machine.
3.3.2  Allow to cure prior to shipping.
3.4  PROTECTION
3.4.1  Protect installed film from damage by subsequent shipping, installation, and construction operations.
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
