3.1  EXAMINATION.
A.  Acceptable substrates for Driwall Membrane 60 mil are plywood, oriented strand board (OSB), concrete, metal, and like materials.
B.  Do not begin installation until the substrates have been properly constructed and prepared.
C.  If substrate preparation is the responsibility of another installer, notify Architect in writing of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.
D.  Verify surfaces are clean, dry, and free from oil, grease, and contaminants.
E.  Ensure concrete has cured for a minimum of 7 days.
3.2  SURFACE PREPARATION.
A.  To ensure maximum adhesion, it is recommended that all substrates be primed with Driwall Membrane Adhesive.
B.  Flash penetrations and drains, extending flashing 6 inch (152.40 mm).
C.  Fill cracks larger than 1/16 inch (1.59 mm).
3.3  INSTALLATION - SHEET-APPLIED WATERPROOFING.
A.  Flashing:
1.  All penetrations and drains must be flashed.
2.  Flashing should extend a minimum of 6 inches (152.40 mm) from penetration.
3.  Follow all applicable construction details for transitions from horizontal to vertical surfaces.
4.  Once installation is complete use a suitable hand roller to firmly press the Driwall Membrane to the substrate.
5.  All terminations must be sealed with KeeneSeal 100.
B.  Horizontal Applications:
1.  Begin at the lowest point and work upwards.
2.  Roll with an 80 lb. (36.3 kg) roller for full adhesion.
3.  All ends that do not terminate at a Driwall Membrane interface must be sealed with KeeneSeal 100.
4.  Overlaps:
a.  All side laps must be a minimum of 3 inches (76.20 mm).
b.  All end laps must be a minimum of 6 inches (152.40 mm).
c.  Ensure all end laps are staggered.
C.  Vertical Applications:
1.  Limit section height to 8 feet (2.4 m) for adhesion.
2.  Use a hand roller for adequate adhesion.
3.  All ends that do not terminate at a Driwall Membrane interface must be sealed with KeeneSeal 100.
4.  Overlaps:
a.  All side laps must be a minimum of 3 inches (76.20 mm).
b.  All end laps must be a minimum of 6 inches (152.40 mm).
c.  Ensure all end laps are staggered.
D.  For balcony and breezeway applications:
1.  Ensure proper drainage/slope is incorporated to prevent standing water.
2.  Start with the lowest point and work towards highest point.
3.  Unroll Driwall Membrane against the surface that is to be covered while simultaneously removing the release film.
4.  Once installation is complete, roll Driwall Membrane with an 80 lb. (36.3 kg) rubber-faced roller.
5.  Overlaps:
a.  All side laps must be a minimum of 3 inches (76.20 mm).
b.  All end laps must be a minimum of 6 inches (152.40 mm).
c.  Ensure all end laps are staggered.
d.  All ends that do not terminate at a Driwall Membrane interface must be sealed with KeeneSeal 100.
3.4  PROTECTION.
A.  Cover membrane within 30 days to protect from UV exposure and weather.
B.  Install protection boards or drainage layers to prevent damage during construction activities.
3.5  FIELD QUALITY CONTROL.
