C.  Examine openings with qualified installer present. Verify that openings are square and plumb. Ensure that opening provides adequate support for the system. Proceed with installation only after conditions are deemed satisfactory.
3.2  PREPARATION

If, despite such protection, contaminating substances do come into contact with insulating glass blind system units, remove substances immediately.
B.  Remove and replace insulating glass blind system units that are broken, chipped, cracked, or abraded or that are damaged from natural causes, accidents, or vandalism during construction period.
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
